The manuscript should be written in English or French (title, abstract, keyword and the body of the paper). 
Format: B5 (JIS). Line spacing: single. 
Margins: Top, Bottom, Left and Right 25 mm each.

Header: 15 mm; Footer–17 mm. 

The font formats are: paper title: 14 pt bold, capital letters, centred, three lines max.; author's name(s): 12 pt bold, centred, six authors max.; abstract: 10 pt, italic, justified, between 50-150 words; key words: 10 pt, italic, justified, 4-5 keyword; chapter titles: 12 pt bold, capital letters left justified; subtitles: 12 pt bold, numbered, left justified, upper and lower case; text: 12 pt, justify, indentation by 125 mm from left, zero from right, first line alignment.
Paragraphs should be justified, using single spacing.

Between chapters: 2 empty lines, 12 pt.

Between subchapters: 1 empty line, 12 pt.
Different first page.

The table content has to be 10 pt format. There is one empty 10 pt line before the title of the table and one empty 10 pt line after the table or source of the table.

3.3. Equations 
Equations are aligned centred and numbered consecutively, from 1 upwards. The number of equations is right aligned, written with TNR 12, in round brackets. Use Microsoft Equation Editor.

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There is one empty 10 pt line before the equation and one empty 10 pt line after the equation.

If a publication is referred to in the text, enclose the author’s name and the date of publication within the round brackets. For one author, use the author’s surname and the year (Duran, 2007). For two authors, give both names & the date (Duran & Vartolomei, 2008). For three or more authors, use the first author, plus „et al.“, and the date (Duran et al., 2006).
The list of references has to include at least 5 items and should be arranged alphabetically according to the first author, subsequent lines indented. Do not number references. Publications by the same author(s) should be listed in order of year of publication. If there are more than one paper by the same author(s) and with the same date, label them a, b, etc, e.g. (Duran, 2008a). Please note that all references listed here must be cited in the body of the text or using footnote.
Text references will be TNR 12, single space, justify, hanging by 0.5, formatted accordingly to following examples.
